Jeff Bowers, the head women's soccer
coach at Virginia Wesleyan College has
compiled an overall record of 249-79-35
with the Marlins and has received
numerous accolades, including 2005
Old Dominion Athletic Conference
Coach of the Year honors as well
as South Region Coach of the Year
honors in 2003 and 2005.

He guided the Marlins to their most successful
season ever in 2006, highlighted by an Old Dominion
Conference Championship and a Final Four NCAA finish. He
also coached the semi-professional Hampton Road Piranhas,
in 2004 and 2005. Bowers holds a Premier License from the
National Soccer Coaches Association of America and a “B”
license from the United States Soccer Federation.
